It is a good example of what can be achieved through
co-operation — in this case, the joint efforts between the Department of Conser-
vation, Landcare Research, the Morgan Foundation and OSPRI NZ.

More than ever, the need for inter-agency co-operation in our animal pest con-
trol sector is needed to align our efforts and ensure that the available funding
and resources (whether public or private) are used as efficiently as possible.

An excellent example of multiple agency co-operation is Project Aorangi in the
lower North Island, which was launched in November 2011. The 10-year pro-
ject, involving TBfree New Zealand, the Department of Conservation, Greater
Wellington Regional Council and the community Aorangi Restoration Trust,
aims to reduce possums, stoats and rats over 30,000 hectares of Aorangi For-
est Park and surrounding farmland.

In the Catlins area of Otago, DOC and TBfree NZ combined to complete a
1080 aerial operation last year with the double aim of controlling TB vectors
and protecting the endangered mohua (yellowhead) from rat predation. These
two organisations will again co-operate this winter in the north and west of the
South Island where synergies between the Battle for Our Birds project (see
page 4) and the planned TBfree programme point clearly towards collabora-
tion.

Review shows 1080 rul es

In December 2013, the Environmental Protection Authority published a five-year review of 1080 operations, which
showed that the new rules are working as intended, so there are no plans to reassess 1080 again.

Overall the review showed:
9 there are now fewer complaints about 1080 operations;
{ the number of rule breach fincidentsohad declined since 2010;

9 in more than 500 monitoring samples,1080 was detected in only 2%, at
concentrations far below levels set to protect human health, had never
been detected in drinking water catchments;

9 the number of operations had declined as part of the normal long-term
cycle of pest control;

9 the amount of 1080 used in aerial operations declined between 2008 and
2010 and has remained relatively constant since;

9 the total land coverage by aerial 1080 applications had fluctuated.

The annual NZAS awards celebrate
fundamental science and encourage
public appreciation of scientific objec-
tives, methods and achievements.

The Shorland Medal is awarded to
recognise the major and continued
contribution to basic or applied re-
search that has added significantly to
scientific understanding or resulted in
significant benefits to society.

It was awarded to Dr Graham Nugent
and his team, including Bruce War-
burton, Penny Fisher, Dave Morgan
and Peter Sweetapple.

The NZAS citation follows.

firhe 2013 Shorland Medal is awarded to Graham Nugent and a team of wildlife
ecology and management researchers from Landcare Research, in recogni-
tion of their outstanding leadership and prolonged contribution through re-
search to resolve the major environmental and economic problems in New
Zealand caused by introduced mammal pests, particularly possums.

The team& skill base spans wildlife ecology, the eco-epidemiology of bovine
tuberculosis (TB), computer modelling, animal physiology and behaviour,
toxicology, animal welfare and product development.

Their research had clarified the role of various pest species as TB vectors
and as threats to native biodiversity; helped develop new strategies for local
elimination of pest and pest and disease freedom; helped substantially re-
duce the environmental, non-target, and animal welfare risks caused by pest
management; and significantly improved approaches to measuring benefits
and outcomes. This work has contributed greatly to the progressive develop-
ment of a much more cost effective, but also more sustainable and socially
acceptable, suite of pest-management strategies and tools. Underpinning
this are their 57 journal publications since 2009 — widely cited nationally and
internationally.

The benefits have been an efficient possum control industry, major reduc-
tions in agricultural production losses from TB, increased protection of native
plants and animals, and recognition of New Zealand as global leader in
vertebrate pest control.0

Philip Waddington, who will be known
to many NPCA members for his pred-
ator trap designs, was the winner of
the Environment Category of the
Wellingtonian of the Year 2013
awards.

A long-time conservationist, the
award particularly recognised his
contribution to the kiwi and other
birdlife recovery programmes nation-
wide through the donation of his
humane stoat trap design to the De-
partment of Conservation.

Phil was motivated to design the stoat
trap after he bought 57 ha of bush in
Stokes Valley to protect it. He soon
realised that, in order to protect the
birdlife, he needed an effective way to
get rid of rats and stoats from the
property.

The mechanism for his stoat strap
was the result. Since then, he has
worked in collaboration with DOC in
refining and designing the DOC 150,
DOC 200 and DOC 250 traps, which
variously target and humanely kill
stoats, rats, hedgehogs and ferrets.
In 2004 the DOC series of traps won
the technology section of the Bearing
Point Awards for Innovation.
